     The downside was time.  I’ve never missed breaking 1:40 before, so I was gutted about that.  I 

knew that I would lose position over the last mile (downhill, so I go flat out – and still get taken out 

by the young!).  But losing a dozen places, including to four women (two F50s!) really hurt.
